We plan in a first part to examine the notion of network in management during the history
of humanity, from the Middle Ages to the Renaissance, until the digital transformation in
the 21st century. Through this path in history, we demonstrate that the network is a natural
principle of organization, which is not dependent on technology, but on the will to build a
relationship based on trust to overcome the limits of individual actions, by reducing costs
and risk taking. In the second part, we present a typology of management networks in two
main categories : closed networks in the form of a club, open networks of remote
collaboration in the form of a hub. These two types of networks provide us with the
opportunity in a third part to discuss strategies in education : to pool resources in closed
networks at the scale of a territory; to innovate on the pedagogic level in open networks
with digital tools.

The transition efforts of the Greek school in an environment of high complexity

In a constantly changing and complex environment - without expectations of stability and
predictability - the need of school organizations to develop their organizational complexity
becomes imperative in order to achieve their transition to mature systems. This transition
presupposes that each school develops its own identity, acquires self-awareness and has
the ability to self-organize actively. In this study, we aim to study the efforts of the Greek
educational system to provide the school organizations with the ability to self-steer and
self-control the system through knowledge and (organizational) learning so that they are
adapted to the wider social change and develop adaptive mechanisms not simply and only
to survive in the rapidly changing environment in a process of development and co-
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evolution, but also to evolve from fragmented sums into autonomous, self-referential and
autopoietic systems.

Pedagogical components of the transition from kindergarten to elementary school:
Dilemmas and complexities of implementing Music-in-education policies

Background: Music learning begins at birth, and all aspects of a child’s healthy
development are directly dependent upon that child being immersed within a music-
nurturing environment from the early days of life. Restated from a neurological perspective,
early childhood experiences have a decisive impact on the architecture of the brain (Levitt,
2008; Tarlov, 2008). Research on various aspects of early childhood music education
provides compelling empirical evidence that quality early childhood education has a
positive, longitudinal impact on a child's academic and social prospects (Barnett, 1998;
Karoly et al., 1998; Landry, 2008; Niles et al., 2006, 2007; Reynolds et al., 2001). When
children are nurtured within a stimulating music environment, they are more likely, for
example, to develop an extensive range of positive personal, social, and intellectual traits,
including self-confidence, mental health, motivation to learn, the ability to control
aggression, solve conflict in nonviolent ways, and develop and sustain friendships (Tarlov,
2008).

Aim: The purpose of this article is to provide background information pertaining to early
childhood music education in Greece and to identify key characteristics of a quality
transition from early childhood education to elementary. A number of international-quality
early childhood music education programmes are specifically featured. Our review of the
literature involved the interrogation of written sources, including monographs, academic
journals, and official educational policy documents that focus on the pedagogical context of
music. Data have been collected and synthesised for the benefit of other researchers,
policymakers, practitioners, caregivers, and community members interested in the
development and/or evaluation of music programmes in the area of early childhood
education.
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Implications: Cultural compatibility theory is used as the philosophical basis for

conceptualising quality musical transitions from preschool to elementary school. Based on
this theoretical premise, we propose that preschool education curricula autonomously
introduce music pedagogy as a pillar of transition, classes be enriched with musical culture,
and educational environments and structures be adequately staffed by qualified educators.
The full-day kindergarten, as a "space" of temporal reference, can be a key field of good
practices, and educators must be trained to empower educational communities accordingly.

The pedagogical relationship as a condition for a successful educational transition -
Theoretical positions and empirical data

Transitions constitute important milestones in the biographical development of any person,
with educational transitions being an extremely important and crucial part of them. In the
case of educational transitions, we are dealing with processes that ideally aim, in
institutionally defined times and places, at the confluence of the subjective and the social. It
is a reconciliation between the demand for the full development of the subjective potential
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of each pupil and a set of social expectations that define, mainly on the basis of a
reproductive logic, individual objectives, norms and criteria for evaluating this development.
The reality of school inequalities also raises questions about the resources needed for
educational transitions to have a positive impact. The paper focuses on and theoretically
discusses the importance of the quality of pedagogical relations as a fundamental resource
in relation to the objective of a successful educational transition. Understanding the
educational process as an overall relational process, positions from the field of Recognition
Theory (emphasis on the intersubjectivity of the self) are combined with interpretations of
empirical data from the field of resilience studies in order to highlight criteria for the quality
of pedagogical relationships as a fundamental condition for a successful educational
transition.

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Human growth and development is accompanied by transitions that are healthy and
necessary phases, but become difficult and stressful when experienced in preschool age. In
particular, the transition to different contexts of education and training from the previous
ones, means the entry of the young child from pre-school education to compulsory
education and is often associated with the concept of readiness. Traditionally, the transition
is a change in children's emotions, that is, a change from one psychosocial situation to
another. However, the concept of transition, itself, has developed different meanings in
different fields such as that of ontology, society, economy, politics and cultural life. The
transition process, however, presents insurmountable difficulties for a number of children,
not so insignificant, with the result that the transition from kindergarten to primary school is
still a key point in our education system.
This thesis focuses on and analyzes the issue of the transition from kindergarten to primary
school through an interpretive approach to the issue, outlining the endogenous and
exogenous factors that shape its character, in order to address the problems that arise in its
context and concern students, teachers and parents. Initially, an attempt is made to define
the concept of transition and then, an extensive review of the curriculum of both
kindergarten and primary school is attempted.
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It also refers to the important role played by both teachers and the family during the
transition period, while the individual objectives of the work were: a) the investigation of
teachers' attitudes and views on the issue of transition from kindergarten to primary school,
b) the development of issues related to the cooperation of teachers of the two levels, and
finally, c) the emergence of the emotional components that each child has when moving
from one school level to the next.

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We argue for a professional ethics in education that could be perceived as a par excellence
field of research and of self-reflection, of concern and not of promise or therapy. This
concern persistently appeals to an intense and continuous/ tenacious movement of
thought, while introducing a praxial tension reinforcing the understanding of the
professional not as a reassuring space of premature/forced moralization and
counterbalancing, but as a fertile but unsteady space of fragile relations and beliefs where
the dilemmatic element form an emergent tissue that prevails over any certainty and
solution.

In fact, teacher’s experiences in the field testify, on the one hand about the complexity and
multicriteriality of ethical issues and on the other hand, an inexhaustible and
incommensurable conflict between the “hard” part (taken as objective and unescapable) of
ethics -codes, laws, regulations, conventions, customs, cultural and social pressures — and
the, so to speak, “soft” part of ethical decisions related to reflective, critical, existential,
subjective movements. Nevertheless, this distinction is not clear and unsurpassed — in fact,
educational/pedagogical praxis, by its nature and urgency, hides and develops inevitably
both elements (besides carried/signified by the very name of professional ethics). The actors
should trace tactfully their own path and this endeavor cannot but be precarious, a feature
that disturbs professional ethics mainly seen as institutional frame and demand.

The transition from the inner field of pedagogical study to its environment and vice
versa.
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The ability to distinguish the multiplicity in a set of elements, such as objects, beings,
phenomena, or social structures when observing them, is linked to the recognition of their
particular characteristics and their evolutionary trajectory.

By this process, the considered multiplicity is recognized as variety. This process of mental
transition from the quantitative construction to the qualitative construction of the
distinction differs according to whether it applies to a multiplicity of objects, beings,
phenomena, or social structures.

The recognition of the evolution of the characteristics of the elements supposes a temporal
duration, a certain period of observation during which the characteristics of the elements
change in relation to the change of their environment, but also in relation to the memory
integrated in the mental process of observation on the part of the observer.

The containing environment is therefore inserted and interacts progressively and
inextricably in the evolutionary process of the contained elements.

Moreover, the capacity of the observer to make distinctions is linked to his intellectual
capacity to compare and relate point perceptions at different temporal stages of the
observation.

Thus, the act of observation and the intelligence of the process of discernment within a
variety are embodied in the observed complexity of the mutual transformation of a field's
interior and its environment.

With this approach, where container becomes contained and observation is entwined with
memory, we are led from the distinction of varieties to a conceptualization of the
phenomenon of situation transitions in which elements, environments, and observers
interact.
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The transition from a situation to a successive version of it is linked on the one hand to the
noetic model of distinction of the observer, on the other hand to the intentionality of his
actions resulting from the model of observation.

Now, following the reasoning that led us to the concept of situations, we must also suppose
an environment and possibly an observer.

In this systemic approach, we will follow the engineering of transition in the case of schools
as learning organizations. In the school units, the interdisciplinary connection between the
courses interacts with the communication among the internal functions (administrative,
pedagogical, educational) developing reflective models of intelligence and capacities for
adaptation and intervention in its systemic environment (family, society, city).

We will present examples of arithmetic models that describe the recursive evolution of a
sequence and topological diagrams or network graphs that can describe the complexity of
recursive transitions.

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The text refers to an important milestone in the lives of pupils attending Greek compulsory
education: their transition from primary school to secondary school. It outlines the
endogenous andexogenous factors that shape the character of this transition, with the aim
of addressing theproblems that arise in the context of this transition and concern students,
teachers and parents. This paper focuses on students with specific learning difficulties and
the process of their transition from primary to secondary education, as well as the necessity
of their inclusion in the "general” school community and in"One School for All". It also
analyses the difficulties encountered by the students during their adaptation to the high
school environment and refers to the phenomena of bullying and school authority.

Finally, proposals are made to overcome the difficulties of this transition in relation to
specific practices. The proposals focus on the importance and role of teaching in the school
environment, as well as the role of the teacher in the classroom, making him/her important
for maintaining harmonious relationships between students. The teacher must demonstrate
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willingness to invest intime, resources and mentoring of students when they enter
secondary school in order to develop skills to adapt to the new situation by using
differentiated learning in his/her teaching so that no student is excluded from the
educational process.

As the school reality is nowadays characterized by an intercultural character, the transition
from one level to another is considered somewhat "difficult" not only for students with
specific learning difficulties but also for the rest of the students, since they will have to meet
the new requirements both in new subjects and in terms of "integration" and their smooth
transition to the new data. What is important is to understand the uniqueness of each child
during the transition from primary to secondary school.

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Transition from preschool to school education: The psychological effects of toddlers

Although school transitions for the typical student population are usually considered
successful, the literature reports that whenever toddlers go through school transition
processes they are likely to experience depressive symptoms (Rueger et al., 2014), low self-
esteem (Jindal-Snape & Miller, 2008), aggression (Moilanen et al., 2010) and low school
performance (Virtanen et al, 2019). A good relationship between teachers and students
seems to play an important role in the smooth adaptation of infants to the new school
environment, which promotes socialization, cooperation and a sense of belonging to a new
school structure. The poor relationship between them seems to lead to aggressive
behaviors, anxiety, adjustment difficulties and bullying (Longobardi et al, 2017).
Accordingly, school and family cooperation is important for the emotional security of the
child and for the overall smooth transition from the narrow family context to a wider one
(Ferreti & Bub, 2017). For this reason, close cooperation and joint actions between family
and school are necessary for the successful integration of the child in the new environment
(Doyle et al., 2018). In this presentation, the psychological consequences of the transition
process for infants will be presented, the value of a good relationship between teacher and
students for the normalization of the process, and the relationship and interventions
between school and family with a view to the good mental health of the toddler.

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Developing a flexible school culture as a process of complex organizational transition
and systemic change in school units

At international level, educational policies are adapting to the demand for fundamental
change. It is a necessity demanded from educational systems due to the complexity of
today's globalized society. However, the deeper the process of change in this direction is
investigated, the more obscure and complex the research itself becomes. It is therefore
necessary for research to anticipate the direction which needs to be taken.

Because human beings are by nature social beings, they automatically become participants
in multi-level and constantly changing systems mediated by what has been and continues
to be defined in research as 'culture’.

Although culture is the vehicle for change and the regulator of the ways in which people
participate in their daily activities, it is a phenomenon difficult to be fully understood. It
does, however, provide a 'toolbox' of technical means which both enables and constrains
human actions. It is the product of human, inexhaustible creativity. People do not belong to
culture, yet they produce, shape and use the existing culture to achieve individual and
collective goals, to change or reshape themselves and their environment. Their thoughts
and actions emerge through culturally mediated, socially constructed and historically
evolving collective activities.

At school level, school members adapt practices of the existing culture in all their activities
inside and outside schools, as participants in multiple and ever-changing systems of
activities (e.g., family, visual arts class and basketball team).

The aim of this paper, therefore, is to present a way of exploring school culture by
approaching it using an imperative systems theoretical background, which views school
culture as an emergent phenomenon and at the same time a key 'tool' in any process of
change and improvement. The ultimate goal is to design and present a tool which, based on
a systemic model of school culture and the stages of the systemic change process, can
establish a form of flexible school culture that contributes to the transition from a
traditional and rigid educational system to one that emphasizes on interconnection,
mediation, active learning, shared decision making and thus better performance and
achievement for all students.

The development of learning/intelligent educational organizations as a systemic
process of transition from the state of unorganized to the state of organized
complexity

In systemic theory in general and in the theory of social functional systems in particular, a
new approach to rationality is attempted as a model and tool for organizing the macrocosm
as well as the microcosm and thereby restoring the honor of the unacknowledged and
"ubiquitous”causality.

Through a continuous process of construction and deconstruction, organization, and
disorganization of worldly, natural and human things with fundamental phylogenetic and
ontogenetic references, the determination of the relationship between world and man,
nature and society, being and experience is sought with the aim of highlighting and the
creation and routing of primary conditions of social life and the disclosure of the basic
principles of their existence and operation.
The main question that now crystallizes is the way of the transition from absolute
potentiality to functional possibility, i.e., from complexity as a holistic and disorganized
socially, cognitively and consciously and functionally incompatible state of the world, to a
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state that is selectable, decidable and actively transformed and usable, that is, to organized
complexity. In a world measured by man and society. Bounded, describable, organized,
functional.Meaningful.

In this presentation, we seek to delineate, describe, and understand the models, process,
techniques, and tools of transition of organizations as social subsystems, from states of
disorganization to states of organized complexity in the example of educational units as a
latent process of continuous development of internal complexity in the vital confirming
their identity autopoietically and self-referentially. Emphasis is also placed on the paradox of
the inversely proportional relationship of size and complexity as an expression of their
dynamic variability (microcosm as an unorganized reality dominated by biological and
conscious forces vs macrocosm, as an organized complexity based on laws (nature) and
norms (society) and the level of development of complexity that results in the simultaneous
delimitation and de/delimitation of the reality in question.
In this context, systemic theories, concepts, and systemic dimensions are used, such as
meaning, contingency, information, uncertainty, boundaries, structural coupling and
complexity, self-actualization, and self-reference.
The basic idea that permeates our reasoning and is proposed through this introduction is
the forced re-evaluation of the axiomatic and primary imperatives of postmodernism as an
intellectual and world-theoretical expression of a modern relativism and partly agnosticism,
based on systemic theory and other new approaches to positive, e.g., quantum mechanics
and social sciences, e.g., theory of social functional systems, in general.
Appreciating that linearity, even if it functionally contradicts physical, biological and
semantic laws, is still the holy grail of applied sciences and the inescapable basis of
functional engineering in the pursuit of satisfying the needs (of the members) of society and
fulfilling their expectations. No longer as a general and teleological necessity but as a
process, as an algorithm of communication and social action. In conclusion, based on a
teleonomic causality, which means case-by-case and at the same time holistically we remain
capable of communication and action which means capable of making decisions by creating
all the necessary conditions of choice. Randomness is causality that lacks informational
completeness. The more information we have at our disposal, the more randomness
becomes contingency and ultimately certainty.

Citizen Science as a means of regulating the interactions of the School Unit in the
context of Educational Engineering

The School Unit (SU) as a system includes internal interactions and is included in external
interactions. Although the distinction between internal and external interactions is not
always absolute, it is considered that internal interactions concern the everyday
protagonists of the SU, that is students and teachers, while external interactions connect the
SU with systems such as the Family and the City. The evolution of each interaction is a
dynamic phenomenon, as their direction is influenced by multiple factors.
One of the goals of Educational Engineering is to design interventions on the factors related
to the interactions of the SU, enhancing the dynamics of the interactions and directing their
evolution towards the desired direction. In this work, the contribution of Citizen Science (CS)
is examined as an interventional means of strengthening the dynamics of the interactions of
the SU, both internal and external interactions. In CS programs, citizens actively participate
in scientific programs, without having the corresponding scientific training. In the field of
education, CS is mainly used with the project method, involving the students in programs
related to the subjects of the Curriculum’s courses. In the context of Educational
Engineering, CS can be used for the parallel participation of students, teachers, parents and
local society in a common program that concerns a specific phenomenon with which the SU
interacts.

For example, digitality is an issue that is both embedded in SU and surrounds SU. Beyond
the SU, the Family and the City also interact with digitality, while also interacting with each
other and with the SU. Thus, a network of interactions appears {SU, digitality}, {SU, Family},
{SU, City}, {Family, digitality}, {City, digitality}, {Family, City}, but also { {SU, digitality}, {Family,
City} } etc. The establishment of a CS program can integrate the network of interactions and
regulate their dynamics aiming to achieve specific goals at multiple levels, such as the
knowledge field of students, the interdisciplinary collaboration of teachers, the
strengthening of the parents-SU relationship and the development of public digital
infrastructures.

Similar examples concern environmental or social issues. This work presents proposals for
the implementation of CS programs in the SU, which could lead to the design of a model
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for the utilization of CS as a means of regulating the interactions, internal and external, of
the SU in the context of Educational Engineering.

Students' internet addiction within the context of the transition from direct to
mediated communication

The spread of digital media use is associated with increased concern about the adverse
effects on children's development. This paper aims to study the phenomenon of internet
addiction and in particular online gaming addiction (Internet Gaming Disorder) as well as
smartphone addiction.
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Internet addiction can be defined as the pathological use of internet which leads to the
impairment of the psychological state of the individual (mental and emotional). It is also
associated with negative outcomes in social and school interactions as well as reduced
academic performance. The criteria of internet addiction and prevention interventions are
presented. Internet addiction is directly linked to pathological behavior patterns,
preoccupation with online activities, increased family conflict, and unsuccessful attempts to
control behavior.

In particular, this paper analyzes the causal factors of the phenomenon and the prevention
strategies which focus on reducing the factors that put students at risk with the aim of
avoiding serious forms of bullying. Prevention includes developing self-control skills,
emotion management skills, enhancing social competence and emotional intelligence.
Simultaneously, prevention interventions are aimed at improving parent-child
communication and understanding children's needs. Finally, suggestions are made for the
prevention and management of the phenomenon.

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The transition from environmental to sustainability literacy

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The goal of developing environmentally literate citizens is particularly important. Therefore,
the role of environmental education -formal, non-formal and informal- for the consolidation
of environmental literacy -nominal, functional and operational- is critical and
fundamental.

Regarding environmental literacy there are multiple conceptual approaches linked to different
scientific and cultural traditions. However, there seems to be a consensus that environmental
literacy should be perceived more as an evolutionary and dynamic process than as a final
stage, with the aim of solving specific environmental problems, as well as preventing new
ones.

However, the inability to solve environmental problems and the understanding of their
complex multi-layered nature, led to the transition from the environment to sustainability and
consequently to the evolution of environmental education into education for sustainability,
with the ultimate goal of developing sustainability literacy.

To achieve environmental literacy, environmental problems are studied in a critical way,
delving into human activity, whereas for achieving sustainability literacy, as a broader
concept, the emphasis is on the systemic study of environmental issues and their
interconnection, with economic, social and cultural issues. Therefore, the role of education is
critical.

Education for sustainability as systemic and holistic, with participatory, active and
experiential pedagogical approaches, is called upon to contribute to the transition from
individualism to cooperation, team spirit and collectivity, from passivity to active
participation and democracy, from the manipulation of learners to emancipation, from the
accumulation of knowledge to the development of capacities and from one-sided and one-
dimensional approaches to interdisciplinary ones, focusing both on the learning process
itself and on the result of the educational act, that is the sustainable literacy.

Therefore, a realistic transition from environmental to sustainable literacy will be a long and
gradual process, as we will have to change the way we educate, learn, think, plan and
therefore act.

“Transition of organizations from quasi-systems to cognitive systems:applying the
dimensions of complexity to schools”
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In complexity and systemic theories , organizational change is the emergence of new,
superior organizational traits, leading to further changes. A considerable part of these
changes are involuntary and unpredictable, but navigating a desired change plan is still
possible through systemic and persistent multi-level intervention. The transition to upper
organizational levels and the emergence of abilities such as self-organisation, self-
navigation and self-subjectification is a choice.
This kind of transition asks for the development of organisation’s complexity. An
organization willing to reach the state of a cognitive system, unlocking new levels of
freedom and broaden its autonomy and effectiveness, is obliged to pursue a diversity
growth to its resources, its functional differentiation and temporal attunement.
For complexity manifests itself differently in different parts of the organization, H.Willke
developed a model to observe this transition- starting from an elementary type of
organization to an mature, congitie system. This model describes this organisotial transition
through five dimensions (objective,social,temporal,operative,cognitive), referring to different
organizational prerequisites.
This paper elaborates the possibility of using this model in educational contexts, evaluating
school development through their organizational maturity.

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Despite the wide recognition of leadership in contemporary organizations, the contribution
of the employees to the realization of the organizational goal-objectives as well as to
organization’s smooth functioning remains crucial. In the case of school, teachers’ decisive
role arises firstly, from the reason that they are responsible for school’s core functions (i.e.,
teaching and learning) and secondly, from the reason that teachers, as members of the
teachers’ association and school’s learning community, co-decide on issues concerning
administration (e.g., planning - planning, decision-making), the pedagogical and teaching
work as well as their own professional development.

Most studies on school relationships, have focused so far on the characteristics, skills, and
uniformity of the principal’s leadership style, as well as on school climate. This paper,
accepting the positive role of the employee within organizations, focuses on the need of
school's transition to more personalized leader-employee interactions. Hence, it is
interested in the different ways in which the members of the teaching staff perceive their
relationship with the principal and school relations. Specifically, by adopting the Leader —
Member Exchange Theory (LMX) it attempts to determine any differences in the
relationships between principals and teachers and to examine the degree of their influence
a. in the undertaking of creative initiatives by teachers and b. in conflict management.

The research data collection tool is the anonymous questionnaire, which is addressed to
primary school teachers. The findings of the research study will help school principals to
better relate to teachers, evaluate their leadership through the perspective of relationships
within school unit and equally consider in school management teachers who are more and
less devoted to them. In addition, the research findings are expected to help to the
formation of high-quality teacher-school leader cooperation in school and classroom.

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Communication aspects of transition
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Attending to a kindergarten is a benchmark for every child who is at preschool age. It
pinpoints the transition from closed and safe space of family to the open and possibly
"danger” place of kindergarten. New persons, new living conditions, new procedures and
rules. All are unprecedented and impressive in some way. All create and initiate new
interactions which are developing, taking place and bring outcomes in the framework of a
series of communication procedures between preschooler and his/her family members
and/or preschool teachers; and/or other kids with which he/she comes in contact for the
first time. Friendships or hostilities are creating gradually between children, social bonds are
developed and a sense of comradeship and inclusion in a team with common goals, that is
the kindergarten classroom team.

Consequently, the transition from home to kindergarten constitutes the point of
communicative transition of preschool children from a peaceful and communicatively
limited environment to a communicative environment with unlimited possibilities and
demands. The new environment has abundant communicative stimuli which, by their very
nature, expand the communicative abilities of preschool children and transform them into
competences.

In the present study some of the basic communication dimensions are discussed related to
the transition of preschoolers as they move from home to kindergarten. Moreover, the role
of parents and preschool teachers is highlighted in regards to communication route which
is dynamically emerging during the specific transition and development of communication
that is considered one of more fundamental social skills.

Computationally supported decision making: The need to move from deterministic to
stochastic models of decision making under uncertainty in educational design
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Decision-making theory focuses on the search and examination of alternatives and
ultimately the selection of one of them to maximize an evaluative measure or equivalently
to minimize some objectively measured cost (Simon, 1960; Blackmore & Robbins, 2012). In
the deterministic theoretical framework, it is often taken for granted that every decision will
be made within an environment of certainty. But every decision contains elements of
uncertainty (Wheeler et. al, 2020). Uncertainty can be understood as any sense of doubt that
can hinder or delay action (Lipshitz & Strauss, 1997). From another perspective, uncertainty
is generally characterized by a lack of information about an issue or situation, in which it is
difficult to impossible to predict the future extensions of the issue (Cuzzolin, 2016). In the
decision-making process, uncertainty is characterized as a critical factor, as it can cause
deviations in the choices of those involved (Heuvel et al., 2011). In many cases it is confused
with the error, deviation, or precision of the results but also with the verification or
validation of the results (Trucano et al., 2005; Cunha, 2017). In practice, the lack of clear
distinction between the different concepts distorts the perception of the true dimensions of
uncertainty as well as its environmental variables and subsequently leads to incorrect
decisions (Brouthers, 1995). Therefore, not all people deal with uncertainty in the same way
when making decisions, as there are subjective methods of determining it and consider
different factors of it (Kahneman et al, 1982; Bammer, 2013; Gluckman, 2016;
Sniazhko,2019; Kahneman, Sibony & Sunstein, 2021). This fact complicates both objective
decision-making and the sequence and succession of the decisions of the organizations'
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managements. Developments in the statistical theory of decisions under uncertainty
(Dobbs, 1991) but also in digital technology tools for data processing, give possibilities to
move to a new practical methodology of computationally supported decision-making. For
this reason, through this article, both an attempt is made to clarify the concept of
uncertainty in the context of decision-making and an introduction to techniques for dealing
with uncertain situations that require decisions. In addition, models of computationally
supported decision making under uncertainty and practical applications centered on
Bayesian networks (Pearl & Russell, 2000; Holmes & Jain 2008) are presented. Finally, the
transition outlined above is connected to the investigation of the need for the application in
the context of educational planning.

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Educational systems are facing a constant challenge, which concerns the use of the
possibilities offered by ICTs, in the direction of achieving the socially determined goals and
objectives of education (the most recent example was the period of the COVID-19
pandemic).

It also attempts to connect the evolution of E-Learning with the
general socio-economic developments, with the aim of highlighting important social
educational phenomena (such as social inequalities, educational digital divide, digital skills,
etc.), which must be taken into account during Educational Planning.
